Horizon House in Wakefield is a mental health recovery program focusing on psychosocial 
and vocational rehabilitation services with adults with serious and persistent mental 
illness. The membership coordinator works closely with members to provide tours and 
initial enrollment engagement with newly referred individuals. Additional responsibilities 
include: on-going outreach/engagement with members, linkage to a wide variety of 
community resources, maintain referral log, write strength-based assessments and person-
centered recovery plans, data entry of demographic information, plan and facilitate social-
recreational events, and capacity to cover all other aspects of clubhouse activities as a 
generalist in partnership with club members.  
Requirements: Must believe in every member’s capacity to improve the quality of his/her 
life, embrace a wellness lifestyle and pursue valued roles. Experience with individuals who 
have mental health challenges. Minimum Associates Degree, prefer Bachelors or Masters. 
Looking for a warm, out-going personality with capacity to respect and empower others. 
Strong organizational skills, capacity to engage members and teach transferable work 
skills.
